Bestemmelser for udstillere

<>1. Tilmeldingerne registreres i den raekkefglge, de indkommer.
Arranggren forbeholder sig ret til at foretage de justeringer i
prioritetsraekkefaglgen og den fordeling af den tilgeengelige plads, som
betinges af en rationel udnyttelse af udstillingshallerne, samt af
behovet for at preesentere et sa bredt udsnit af branchen som muligt.
<>2. Indkomne tilmeldinger fra udstillere undersgges af
messeledelsen, som, hvor der efter dennes opfattelse foreligger en
begrundelse herfor, har ret til at afvise at tildele en stand pd messen
eller at udstede de forskrifter og betingelser for de udstillede
genstande, som messeledelsen matte finde ngdvendige. Hel eller
delvis overdragelse af en lejet stand er ikke tilladt uden arranggrens
samtykke. En udstillers tilmelding til messen fritager ikke denne for
forpligtelsen til at erleegge standleje.

<>3. Varer, som af messeledelsen skgnnes at veere uegnede for
messen ud fra et kvalitets- eller sestetisk synspunkt, m& ikke udstilles.
Skulle dette alligevel veere sket, skal varerne efter pabud straks
fiernes, og messeledelsen skal have ret til at treffe de
foranstaltninger, der skegnnes ngdvendige i den anledning.

<>4. Messehallerne er tilgeengelige for udstillerne fra den dato, som er
anfert af messeledelsen. Alle udstillingsgenstande skal vaere fuldt
opstillet dagen fgr &bningsdagen. Deltagerne er forpligtet til at
underkaste sig de andringer med hensyn til stand og lokaler, som
omsteendighederne matte tilsige. Det af udstilleren lejede standareal
ma ikke overskrides, hverken med hensyn til hgjde eller andre
dimensioner. Udstillere er forpligtet til at efterkomme de forskrifter,
som statslige eller kommunale myndigheder métte udstede.
Arranggren er ikke ansvarlig for omkostninger eller skader, som métte
opstd i forbindelse hermed.

<>5. Kun maskiner, som arbejder lydlgst, m& opseettes. Udstillere
erindres om deres pligt i henhold til Arbejdstilsynets regler, til at sikre,
at udstyr der udstilles med henblik pa salg eller i reklamegjemed, yder
tilstreekkelig beskyttelse mod sundheds- og ulykkesrisici. Laes evt.
mere herom p& www.arbejdstilsynet.dk. Al stram tilvejebringes efter
seerskilt takst svarende til omkostningerne til tilslutning. Alle elektriske
installationer skal godkendes af arrangerens installater, som er
ansvarlig over for myndighederne.

<>6. Arranggren udfgrer almindelig rengering. Det er udstillerens
ansvar at sgrge for den forngdne renggaring pa den lejede stand.

<>7. Alle udstillingsgenstande skal veere fiernet fra messeomradet pa
den af messeledelsen angivne dag efter messens afslutning. Sker
dette ikke, risikerer udstilleren, at genstandene fjernes af arranggren
pa udstillerens regning og risiko.

<>8. Udstilleren er ansvarlig for enhver skade, som denne eller
dennes repraesentanter matte forvolde pa messelokalerne og andre
lokaler, samt for skade som opstdr som felge af udstillerens
manglende tilsyn med den lejede stand. Arranggren er ansvarlig for
den generelle sikkerhed, men kan ikke geres ansvarlig for udstillede
varer eller for nogen form for forsikring. Safremt arranggren skulle
blive tvunget til at aflyse eller udskyde afholdelsen af udstillingen som
folge af krig, statslige eller kommunale foranstaltninger, strejke,
lockout, brand eller anden dermed besleegtet begivenhed, refunderes
erlagt standleje ikke. Udstilleren vil dog veere berettiget til samme eller
tilsvarende stand, nar udstillingen atter kan gennemfares.

<>9. Safremt arranggren matte veere forpligtet til at betale afgifter eller
udrede andre belgb til stat eller kommune, der beregnes pé basis af
den enkelte udstillers leje eller andre udgifter for deltagelse i
udstillingen, forpligter udstilleren sig til at godtgere arrangaren herfor.
<>10. Udstillingsgenstandene mé ikke fiernes fra udstillingslokalerne,
mens messen finder sted. Desuden ma toldpligtige varer farst fiernes
efter udfgrt udfortoldning og kun med toldveesnets skriftlige samtykke.
Udstilleren skal selv bekoste transport, opstilling, nedtagning, montrer,
telte, pavilloner osv. samt tilslutning til elektricitet, vand osv. fra
eksisterende hovedledninger. Transporter kan udfgres af arranggrens
vognmand efter fastlagte takster.

<>11. Montrenes hgjde er 2,5 m. Denne hgjde m& ikke overskrides,
med mindre dette sker efter samrdd med messeledelsen. S&fremt der
tillades en hgjde over 2,5 m, opkraeves der en ekstra afgift. Det er ikke
tilladt p& messeomradet gennem skiltning at henvise til udstillinger,
der finder sted uden for messeomradet. Opslag ma kun finde sted pa
af arranggren anviste steder.

<>12. Da arranggren er en politisk neutral organisation, opfordrer
messeledelsen udstillerne til at afholde sig fra enhver form for politisk
propaganda.

<>13. Udstillerne skal falge messeledelsens anvisninger og forskrifter
p& messeomradet.

<>Overtreedelse af ovennzevnte bestemmelser kan medfgre
bortvisning fra messen. De bergrte kan ikke rejse krav mod
arranggren om tilbagebetaling af allerede erlagte afgifter, lige som de
ikke kan rejse erstatningskrav.

Rules and Regulations

<>1. Applications are registered in the order in which they are
received. The organisers reserve the right to modify the order of
priority and the allocation of the space available as necessary in order
to ensure rational utilization of the exhibition halls and also in order to
ensure a presentation which represents as wide a range of aspects as
possible of the particular branch concerned.

<>2. All applications for participation as an exhibitor are considered by
the organisers which, in the event of finding sufficient cause for such
action, are entitled to refuse space allocation at the exhibition, or
alternatively, to issue any special instructions and conditions in
respect of the exhibits, which the organisers may find necessary. The
transfer of space rented to another party, either complete or in part of
the space rented is forbidden without permission from the organisers.
Cancellation by an exhibitor of the application to participate in an
exhibition does not imply exemption from the obligation to pay the rent
for the space.

<>3. Goods which in the judgement of the organisers are obviously
unsuitable for the exhibition either from a quality or an aesthetical
point of view or otherwise inappropriate may not be displayed. Should
this have occurred, the goods shall be immediately removed after due
notice and the organisers reserve the right to take whatever further
steps that may be deemed necessary.

<>4. The exhibition halls are available to the exhibitors from the date
indicated by the organisers. All exhibits must be in their final positions
by the evening of the day prior to the opening day. The exhibitor
undertakes to accept any alterations as to site and space which may
be required by the authorities. The space allocated to the exhibitor
may not be exceeded either in height or in any other dimensions
without prior consent by the organisers. Exhibitors must observe the
regulations which may be announced by national or local authorities.
The organiser will not be responsible for costs or damages which may
arise in connection herewith.

<>5. Only machines which are silent when working may be exhibited.
Exhibitors are reminded of their obligation in accordance with the
Danish Work Environment to ensure that equipment exhibited for
purpose of sale or promotion provides adequate protection against
danger to health and the risk of accident or injury. For more
information www.arbejdstilsynet.dk All electrical installations must be
approved by organisers electrical contractor, who is responsible
towards the authorities.

<>6. The organisers carry out all cleaning of a general character but it
is the obligation of each exhibitor himself to arrange for the necessary
cleanliness and tidiness of the space allocated to him.

<>7. All exhibits must be removed from the exhibition grounds after
the closing of the exhibition on the date indicated by the organisers.
The exhibitor will otherwise run the risk of the goods being removed by
the organisers at the exhibitoris expense.

<>8. The exhibitor is responsible for any damage caused either by
himself or by any of his assistants to the exhibition premises or
grounds, as also for any damage arising out of the exhibitoris failure to
supervise the space rented by him. The organiser is responsible for
general security. The organisers cannot be held responsible, however,
for exhibits or the insurance of the exhibits. The organisers are not
obliged to refund stand rental if forced to cancel or postpone an
exhibition due to act of war, special measures taken by local or central
government, strike, lock-out, fire, or any comparable circumstance.
The exhibitor, however, will have the right to the same or similar place
the moment the exhibition can once again be held.

<>9. In case the organiser should be obliged to pay dues or other
charges to the State or local authorities based on an individual
exhibitoris rents or other fees for participation in the exhibition, the
exhibitor accepts to compensate the organiser fully.

<>10. The exhibits on show may not be removed from the positions
while the exhibition is on. Furthermore, goods liable to customs duty
may be removed only after examination and with the written
permission of the customs authorities. The exhibitor must himself bear
the cost of transport, erection and dismantling of tents, pavilions etc as
well as cost of electrical connections, laying on of water etc. from
available mains. Transport can be carried out by the organisers official
freight forwarding contractor at list prices.

<>11. Stand height of 2.5 m not to be exceeded without previous
consent by the organisers. If stand height over 2,5 m is allowed an
extra fee are to be charged. It is not allowed inside the exhibition
grounds to advertise other exhibitions or displays outside exhibition
centre. Posters may be affixed only where indicated by the organisers.
<>12. Since the organiser is a politically neutral body, the organisers
appeal to exhibitors to refrain from all kinds of political propaganda.
<>13. The exhibitor must follow the rules and regulations issued by
the organisers of the exhibition.

<>Violation of the above conditions may lead to expulsion from the
exhibition. No person so concerned possesses any right to demand a
refund from the organsers of any sum already paid or by way of
damages on such grounds.
